Formation rules:
1. Short e: Sounds short and sharp, as in 'bed'. 
2. Doffe e: Sounds like a dull sound, as in 'de'. 

Exceptions!
1. The 'e' at the end of a word is usually dull, as in 'groente' and 'suiker'.

Korte e (Short e) bed, lekker, met (bed, tasty/delicious, with)

Doffe e (Schwa e) de, zomer, suiker (the, summer, sugar)

Lange e (Long e) negen, benen, stenen (nine, legs, stones)
