Le conditionnel passé: Formation

The past conditional is used to express an action that did not happen in the
past.

1. The past conditional is formed with the auxiliary ‘avoir’ or ‘étre’ in the present conditional + the
past participle.
2. We use the auxiliary "avoir" for the majority of verbs.

3. We use the auxiliary "étre" to indicate a change of place or state and for reflexive (pronominal)

verbs.
